Financial Rev iew & where our funds are spent

A quick review of this yeards finances gives us
follows;
- Income received has increased this year by 6% ($124,311). This is mainly due to our
funding from High Performance Sport NZ increasing by $75,000 and the remainder due to extra
charitable funding received.
- Expenditure. The following is a summary of where the majority of our funds were spent this
year and how this compares to  the previous 12 months

1  34% of our funds are spent on our High Performance programs, this included
attendance at World Cups, Olympics, camps etc. Expenditure is up by 30%
compared to 2015 due to now running a

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1  25% of our funds are spent on High performance salaries, this includes our coaches
and High Performance Director, this spend is up slightly on last year, 9% vs 2015.
This is due to now having a mend6s coach in pl 4
1 12% of funds are spent on U23/Junior programs. This year saw an increase of 26% in
spend in this area versus 2015.
1 13%of funds are spent on Operating Expenses Head Office, this spend was down
by -18% versus 2015.
1 4% of our funds are spent on Admin Salaries, this amount is down by -26% versus
2015. This is due to not having a Sport Development Manager in place for most of
2016.
